Born in South Africa, Dr. Turok
founded the African Institute for Mathematical Sciences (AIMS), which supports the development of
mathematics and science across Africa by connecting talented students with world-class researchers.

14 sessions on international issues such as foreign subrecipients, international collaborations,
and international contracts.
22 sessions devoted to departmental research administrators with topics such as managing de-
partmental data, invoice review, building financial projections for the research lab, and dissect-
ing requests for proposals.
25 sessions on human capital topics such as communication strategies, team building, conduct-
ing effective meetings, customer service, and conflict resolution.
39 general sessions that address a wide variety of topics, including research administration for

G rowing Research in Challenging Times: A Chair’s Perspective

1. Historically, what has been the role and priority of research in this field and at
UM’s Department of Anesthesiology, compared to other priorities, such as patient care
and teaching?
The field, historically, was credited for publishing standards at a time when very few
specialties did so. Our national society required the use of the pulse oximeter, a con-
tinuous monitoring device measuring pulse and oxygenaton. The capnometer is an-
other device which measures CO2 ventilation and blood flow. These monitoring de-
vices were developed over the previous decade in the U.S. and Europe. This standard of care forced hospi-
tals to buy the equipment and OR’s to use it. It benefited everybody. The safety of anesthesia changed an
order of magnitude, almost instantaneously. There hasn’t been a breakthrough with that impact in Anes-
thesia safety since. Historically, research has not held as high a priority as patient care and teaching. We've
mostly been “sharpening needles.” Currently, we're developing a large perioperative clinical outcomes
database to change the research paradigm and takes us to a new level.

2. Why did you decide to launch a research initiative and when did you start? How are you growing research
in today’s challenging environment?

In 1990, when I came to the University of Michigan, I was interested in electronically and continually,
(rather than manually) recording a patient’s anesthesia experience. I wanted to use the data to inform us
about what we were doing. What did we do right or wrong? What should we do differently? We devel-
oped a relational database, now called Centricity, to continuously, electronically measure and monitor a
patient’s experience before, during and until 24 hours after anesthesia. Now, we are merging several other
organizations” data with what we already have and are data mining the combined dataset to do clinical out-
comes research. We’ve partnered with 22 other universities and organizations, the Multicenter Periopera-
tive Outcomes Group (MPOG) Consortium, to combine the data in their versions of anesthesis information
systems with ours. We're aiming to create an environment where anyone at any of the participating institu-
tions can access the database for outcomes research.

3. What are your vision and goals for basic and clinical/translational science?

Since I am primarily a clinician, our goal is to develop a comprehensive granular international periopera-
tive research database that is "open access" for research queries for all the contributors. This will be the pe-
riop phenotypic database analogous to the genotype databases for outcomes research for surgical patients.

4. With what other disciplines or departments do you and your team routinely collaborate?
The MPOG Consortium, MiCHR (Michigan Institute for Clinical & Health Research), Neurology, the Col-
lege of Engineering (device development ), Surgery, the Institute for Social Research (ISR), and the School of
Public Health (SPH).

5. From what types of sponsors are you currently seeking funding?
Public, private, foundations, professional societies and UM internal sources.

6. How do Research Administrators aid this initiative at the Departmental, School & Central levels?
By identify funding sources, and keeping funds flowing —from pre- to post-award.

7. In what areas could research administrators provide additional support?
Identifying new funding opportunities and appropriate funding mechanisms for a proposed project.

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FedConnect: Gateway to Federal Opportunities

= edConnect is an online marketplace where federal agencies post opportunities and make awards via

the Internet. Any vendor can view public postings without registering; however, registered users have
numerous added benefits, including the ability to electronically submit responses to the government di-
rectly through this site. Many of you may have already seen and experienced FedConnect, which the U.S.
Department of Energy (DOE) is now using to issue all new awards and modifications. But, if you haven't,
you can access the system at www.fedconnect.net.

In the Research & Sponsored Programs office at the University of Wisconsin-Madison, we recently
started using FedConnect. While we are still getting used to it, our biggest struggle is ensuring that we
receive all the new awards and/or modifications released to our institution through this new system.

Unfortunately, there is not an easy way to check whether there are new pending awards that need accep-
tance. Instead, we must rely on e-mail messages to come to someone on campus to alert us of a pending
award or modification waiting in FedConnect. To further complicate the process, our vendor contact dif-
fers from our contact in the Sponsored Projects Office; thus, we receive e-mail messages through several
channels. Beyond that slight confusion, the system is fairly easy to navigate and locate the award(s) that
you are seeking and want to accept. Simply, it's a matter of "joining" the award and accepting on behalf of
the institution.

Based on my experience, if other federal agencies want to use FedConnect to manage their granting proc-
esses, they will likely demand greater searching capabilities and/or a portal to see all pending awards for
any given institution to avoid confusion or the possibility of missing a pending award or modification.

The FedConnect portal is centrally managed and maintained by Compusearch Software Systems, Inc.,
which provides enterprise software and services that automate mandated business rules for public sector
organizations. For more information visit www.compusearch.com. Enjoy another new system to learn and

navigate!
